Fundraising Committee

a) Role and Responsibilities:

The role of this Committee is to plan and execute a variety of fundraising activities in order to: i) Support the day-to-day operation of the Association; and ii)  Provide funds to assist in the election/re-election of the EDA’s Candidate/MP.   Primary responsibilities of the Fundraising Committee are: 
1. Developing an annual plan to raise sufficient funds from individual members, small businesses and corporations to meet the requirements of the Association. 
2. In a non-election year organizes two fundraising campaigns from individual members, (including a follow-up telephone canvass), finding volunteers, drafting appeal letters, drafting a kit or guide for canvassers and suggested telephone and voice mail scripts, preparing data sheets with information needed by canvassers to make phone calls, plus briefing canvassers and generally supervising operations.
3. Maintains a Record of Donations to the Association.
The Fundraising Committee works closely with the Executive Committee, the Financial Agent, the Communications Committee and the Events Committee.
