Information Systems Team
a) Role and Responsibilities:

The role of this Team is to act as the interface for all external communications between the Association, its members and the media.  Primary responsibilities of the Communications Committee are: The Information Systems Director should be fully conversant with Information Technology and the management of information using technical tools such as databases and spreadsheets. He/she should be capable of suggesting alternative mechanisms for information management to others on the Board, without forcing particular solutions on them.

The Information Systems Director fulfills the technical aspects of management of EDA information by:

1. Cooperating with other Board members such as those dealing with Memberships, Volunteers and Web sites;

2. Investigating and resolving problems with CIMS;

3. Developing databases and spreadsheets based on requirements from other Board members;  

4. Ensuring the Election Campaign Team has the technical data management capabilities required by the Campaign Manager; and,

5. Defining the data security and back-up requirements and methods for EDA.
6. In conjunction with the Secretary - plans and organizes remote telecommunications (e,g. - teleconferencing facilities for Board and other meetings, etc).

7. Assists Board members and others with the planning, set-up and delivery of audio-visual training and presentation solutions.
